The principle of three indicators is used to assess the conversational part. Let's take a
brief look at each indicator.

NUMBER OF MISTAKES

1) Each task has the maximum number of mistakes 6.

2) After each task, the examiner circles the number from 1 to 6, which corresponds to the
number of your mistakes while speaking.

3) If the number of mistakes is 7 or more, the examiner circles a red cross "X".

This means that you failed the task.

4) If you fail one task, you fail the whole test.

CONTENT

1) In addition to grammatical and lexical correctness, there must be some meaningful
content. It can't be just a set of simple words that are constantly repeated. This must be a
normal meaningful answer.
